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In early 2011, this Committee, originally referred to as the “ICOFOM Rules of Procedure Amendments Committee” (or variant thereof), continued to work on ICOFOM’s Rules of Procedure.  Pursuant to the initial document, first approved in 1995 at Stavanger, Norway, and later amended and subsequently approved in 2009 at Liège, Belgium, further amendments were in order.  This included three clauses which were withdrawn for re-working before the vote was taken in 2009.  Work on a new draft was concluded in June 2010 but could not be sent to the ICOFOM membership within the four months required in Clause 14(b) of the Rules prior to a vote being taken at the November 2010 meeting in Shanghai.  Following Shanghai, the Committee took another look at the Rules, incorporated some more amendments, and concluded its work in June 2011.  On 22 June 2011, under a covering letter from ICOFOM President Ann Davis, the Committee forwarded a “final draft” of the Rules to the ICOFOM membership for commentary.  This June 2011 version is scheduled to be presented for consideration, along with whatever comments the Committee has received from the membership, at the October 2011 meeting in Taipei and Kaohsiung.  This document is based on that approved in 2009 in Liège, and incorporates a composite of all proposed amendments developed since that time, during the period, 2009 to 2011.
Having now concluded its work on the Amendments to the Rules, the Committee on Committees has now turned its attention to a new phase of its work, that focusing on Sub-Committees.  It purpose in this regard is the establishment of procedural guidelines and terms of reference so that Sub-Committee relationship with and responsibilities to the parent committee, ICOFOM, are defined.  As this work is in its formative stages, there is nothing substantive yet to report.
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
