IX International Summer School of Museology. 3-8th of August, 2011 .

Subject:  “Social HarmonyThrough Cultural Understanding. Museums and Tourism” ( Moscow, Yasnaya Polyana, Kolikowo Field, Barnaul/Altai Region (with different stations important on Museology on Research)

(July 24 to August 20, 2011). 17 students from the University of Philosophy, Munich /Germany participated in it.

Objective: To Study Historical and Cultural Heritage of the Altay Region, to strengthen the cooperation between professionals in Museology on the international level and to develop international student exchange between universities.

The main tasks:

· To develop a program of visiting archeological, historical and memorial sites

· To discover sites in different regions of Russia which represent the cultural heritage – as well in central regions as in Siberia – a very remote area 
· To explore the touristic resources of Moscow, Yasnaya Polyana, Kolikowo Field and the Altai Region
· To authenticate  historical and natural sites;

· To gather information about the objects that belong to  historical and cultural heritage of Yasnaya Polyana (Literature), Kolikowo (Military History), the Altai Territory (different fields from History to Literature, Archeological Sites to  Natural World Heritage Sites) particularly to promote scientific exchange on Museology.

As the part of the project, students from Germany were offered an opportunity to visit many museums and sites in Moscow, Yasnaya Polyana, Kolikowo Fields, and also in the very important Altai Territory (Byisk, Srostki, Belokuricha, and several others) as popular attraction sights in the Altai Territory. Also, there were organized meetings with the Rector of the University in Barnaul, who is very much intended to promote the Education in, the  administration of districts, heads of educational institutions, abbots, and directors of touristic centers. The excursion included visiting more than 15 very interesting  touristic centers of the Altai Territory which are closely related to museums and World Heritage Sites

It was – only regarding to Barnaul and Altai - a 450-kilometers-travel around Altai Region and the Altai Republic.

The brightest impressions 

Tretyakov-Gallery Moscow, the Pushkin Museum Moscow, the Sumemr-Residence of Peter the Great, the Kremlin/Moscow, the Leo-Tolstoi Estate, the Kolikowo Field (Tula), and in Altai Region: the Russian-German House; Chemal HES, the Island of Patmos, Tavdinsky Caves, Memorial Mmuseum/reserve of V.M. Shukshin (the village of Srostki); Eparchy in the town of Biysk, Local History Museum in Biysk, recreation center «Бирюзовая Катунь» («Turtuoise Katun'»), a very Important Archaeological Open Air museum «Перекресток миров»   (“Crossroads of the Worlds”), Cultural Centers of the village Talmenka «Столица мира» («Capital of the World») , «Русский Дом» («Russian House»), and others .
The demonstration of the different ethnical phenomena and the living heritage in the Village of Talmenka was an unvergettable impression for all of the participants of the international Forum.
The German student’s group was overwhelmed by those effort and engagement.

Everywhere we could have a station, was very engaged people interested in Culture, the Arts and the International Interrelationsship. Not to forget, the approach to Museology in theory.
